Introduction & Background
Jerusalem’s captivity took place in three separate stages:
1°" Jerusalem is taken but not destroyed. (606 B.C.)
- Only the “best and brightest” taken.
2" Jerusalem rebelled and is looted but not destroyed.
(697 B.C\)
- 10,000 people taken. (Poorest left)
39 Jerusalem rebelled once again and is completely destroyed.
(586 B.C))
- All are scattered or killed.
